Pl ace dough in a greased bow, turn dough over to
grease the other side. Cover and let rise unti

doubl ed in size, about 1 hour.

To check to see if the dough is ready poke the dough
gently with your

finger, if the indentation remains it is ready. Punch
down.

Divide into three portions divide each of those into
three portions and shape into balls. In each pan pl ace
three balls side by side. Brush tops lightly with
melted margarine and let rise until doubled, about 1
hour. Heat oven to 375°F degrees. Bake 60 m nutes or
until the golden brown (use the |owest rack in the
oven).
